What are the requirements for U.S. citizenship?

To be eligible for U.S. citizenship, vou must meet certain eligibility requirements. () These

include being:
- At least 18 years old when you apply
- Able to read, write, and speak basic English (depending on age)
+ Of good moral character
You must also be in one of these categories:
- Lawful permanent resident (Green Card holder) of five years
* Married to a U.S. citizen
- U.S. military service member (active duty or veteran)
+ Child of a U.S. citizen

(USCIS). You will learn:
